 Scientific advice from EFSA to inform decision-making by food business operators on date
marking, setting product shelf-life and defining other relevant information for food labelling (i.e.
risk-based approach focused on food safety)

* October 2020: advice on factors to guide choice between “use by” and “best before” dates

* March 2021: other labelling aspects

* Consumer research findings: further investigate how consumers themselves understand and use
these dates. Identify possible options to increase their effectiveness in avoiding food waste (e.g.
changes in terminology and/or format; presence/absence of “best before” date on food
discarding behaviour...)

* Timing: proposal by Q4 2022, following impact assessment/public consultation
